following the Fourth Eurasian
Women’s Forum session ‘Women Scientists:
Leaders in Science and Education’

On 19 September 2024, the city of St. Petersburg hosted the session

permanent project of the Eurasian Women’s Forum ‘Women Scientists and the
Global Challenges of Our Time’. Girls and women from different countries who
have achieved outstanding success in science and educational activities and
made a significant contribution to the development of international educational
and academic cooperation were invited to take part in the session.

We, the participants in the session ‘Women Scientists: Leaders in

Science and Education’,

TAKING INTO CONSIDERATION:

the priority importance of equal rights for men and women for the
sustainable development of humanity,

the important role of women in mentoring, education, the development of
scientific knowledge, and the promotion of science among children and youth,

the importance of science in the modern world as an effective tool for
taking informed decisions and achieving universal goals in all areas of life and
ensuring the sustainable development of national economies and humanity as

a whole,

WHEREAS:

scientific and technological progress could become even more
substantial if the talent, creativity, and potential of girls and women in science,
engineering, and mathematics are fully utilized,

the stereotypical distribution of roles in society hinders the careers of

girls and women in various fields of science and technology,



CALL on states, international organizations, and national public
associations:

to expand the practice of promoting the equitable representation of
women in leadership positions, including in science and education,

to encourage women'’s involvement in scientific research, education, and
outreach activities,

to encourage and support girls and women in realizing their potential as
research scientists, innovators, and promoters of science,

to consolidate the efforts of the public and private sectors and civil
society so that girls and women have the opportunities needed to successfully
work in scientific fields and make cutting-edge discoveries in the future,

to use the world’s best practices to ensure the accessibility of education
for women and create the opportunity to combine traditional family values and
develop a scientific career for young female researchers,

to attract public attention to women’s achievements in various fields of
scientific knowledge and the creation of the innovative technologies, products,
and services needed to improve the population’s quality of life and meet the

national priorities of governments.
